Format for Determining 2010-2011 Team Champions 

The recommendation of the 09-1 0 Tournament Structure Committee (and approved by the Board) was that lndividual Champions be determined solely by the results of the Championship Tournament. Individual season points were used for seeding in that tournament. There was not, however, a final recommendation on how the Team Championships (Women's, Men's, and Overall) would be determined. In the past these have been the total season points in each category (with points at the championship tournament counting twice as much as for each of the other individual tournaments.) Because of this method, in some instances team championships were essentially decided before the Championship Tournament. In 09-10 we doubled the team points earned in the Championship Tournament in order to lessen this effect. 

To bring the team championships into alignment with the usual GHSA practice of playoffs, for the 2010-2011 season the following process will be used to determine team champions. 

The first tournament (Individual Championship and Team Playoffs -March 5th) would determine the individual champions as in 09-1 0. Points earned at the Individuals Championship Tournament will determine the individual awards, and the ranking of schools for the men's and women's team competition. The top 4 schools in each gender would then compete in separate team events at the Team Championship Tournament (probably March 12th) to determine the men's and women's team champions. 

Format for men's and women's team events: 45 touch relay, 3 fencers and 1 alternate per team. Fencers on the team are selected by the school, but all must have participated in the individual events at the prior tournament. This is the same format used in USFA team events. At this event, competition is by school teams, not individuals -meaning that individuals on the same team will not fence each other. 

Teams are seeded into a direct elimination table based on points from the individual events. Teams fence off for third place. 

Of the four schools qualifying for the March 12th Finals, the one with the points at the March 5th tournament will have the option of hosting the March 12th Final Tournament.
